Trespass to Land Packet

Introduction
A Temporary Restraining Order may be obtained upon 24-hours advance oral or written notice to the person(s) to be restrained.  If you are suing multiple defendants, actual notice to each defendant is required if the TRO is to be binding upon him or her.  This can be difficult, as such defendants will more-likely-than-not tend to want to communicate with one another and hide to avoid receiving notice.  Accordingly, in a multiple defendant case, the services of the Butte County Sheriff Civil Division and/or one or two or several Registered Process Servers should be sought, so that you can comply with the Notice and Service requirements.   
Overview:


There are eight forms needed to stop recurring acts of trespass:  The Civil Case Cover Sheet and the Summons are Official Court Forms; the other forms needed are a Complaint for Damages …, An Application to the Court for an Order to Show Cause, A Declaration of the Person Seeking Protection in support of the necessity of an Order to Show Cause 
Steps:

ⒶPrepare Forms: ①, ②, ③ and ④.  Make 1 copy of forms ③ and ④.  (These will be for your records.)  Make multiple copies of Forms ① and ②: Enough copies of Forms ① and ② so that you will have two copies of Forms ① and ② to serve on each of the defendants, as shown in Step Ⓖ below.
ⒷTelephone the Superior Court Clerk at (530) 538-7009 and request a Hearing Date and Time for your Temporary Restraining Order
ⒸPrepare Form ⑥ Order to Show Cause and insert the Hearing Date and Time given to you by the Superior Court Clerk in the spaces provided on the form.  
ⒹPresent completed Forms ①, ②, ③ and ④, together with all copies, to the Superior Court Clerk at the North Butte County Courthouse in Chico http://www.buttecourt.ca.gov/courthouses/NCCHcourthouse.htm for filing.  Pay the filing fee. The Clerk will affix the Court’s special Seal on Form ① (to make it official) and will hand you back file-stamped copies of your papers to be served.
ⒺArrange to have all defendants notified of your intention to obtain a Temporary Restraining Order:  This can be tricky if you have multiple defendants! Obtain information from the Butte County Sheriff and/or from one or more Registered Process Servers as to how to coordinate giving the defendants notice and getting the defendants served.  (Step Ⓖ below.) These are different things:  You have to give notice, as described in Form ⑤, before the Judge will sign Form ⑥ and the Judge has to sign Form ⑥ before Form ⑥ is official. 

ⒻPrepare Form ⑤:  One Form ⑤ is required for each defendant against whom you want a restraining order.  Make 1 copy of however-many Form ⑤s you complete and make multiple copies of the Form ⑥ that you want the Judge to sign. Present your completed Forms ⑤ and ⑥ to the Superior Court Clerk.  Pay the filing fee for the Order to Show Cause. Wait for the Judge to sign the Order to Show Cause.    
ⒼArrange to have Forms ①, ②, and ⑥ served.  This can be tricky if you have multiple defendants!  Obtain information from the Butte County Sheriff and/or from one or more Registered Process Servers as to how to get each of the defendants served with ①, ②, and ⑥
ⒽServe Forms ①, ②, and ⑥ on each of the defendants who can be served: Note: The TRO is good only as to those defendants who are served!
ⒾAttend the Hearing on the date and at the time given to you by the Superior Court Clerk:  Bring Form ⑦ with you to Court.  Request that the Judge sign Form ⑦

⑦Temporary Restraining Order
The Law of Trespass
1. Entry alone is sufficient

A trespass occurs when a person intentionally, recklessly or negligently enters land in the possession of another. (Gallin v. Poulou (1956) 140 Cal.App.2d 638, 645.) The intent to enter is the only intent needed. (Miller v. National Broadcasting Co. (1986) 187 Cal.App.3d 1463, 1480.) 
Consent or permission to enter upon the property is a defense. (Williams v. General Elec. Credit Corp. (1946) 159 Cal.App.2d 527, 532.)
The yardstick for measuring the plaintiff’s compensatory damages for the trespassory acts of the defendants is Civil Code section 3333. (Linforth v. San Francisco Gas & Elec. Co. (1909) 156 Cal. 58, 62, 63.)  Civil Code section 3333 provides that the measure of damages for the breach of an obligation not arising from contract, except when otherwise expressly provided by the Civil Code, is the amount that will compensate for all the detriment proximately caused, whether it could have been anticipated or not.
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
