DECLARATION OF CLARA E. DIEZ, IN SUPPORT OF PLAINTIFF DEBBIE WILSON’s MOTION FOR ORDER COMPELLING RESPONSES TO REQUEST FOR PRODUCTION OF DOCUMENTS, SET ONE, AND FOR SANCTIONS



I, CLARA E. DIEZ, declare as follows:
1. 
I am an attorney licensed to practice law in the state of California.  I make this declaration in support of Plaintiff Debbie Wilson’s Motion for Order Compelling Responses to Request for Production of Documents, Set One, to Defendant and for Sanctions.
2. 
I am the counsel of Plaintiff Debbie Wilson for this case.  Debbie has filed a complaint for personal injuries suffered when she was physically attacked by Defendant Henry Prado.  I have personal knowledge of the facts set forth below, and if called as a witness I would testify competently.
///
3.  Three months after the attack, and before retaining legal representation, Plaintiff provided a recorded interview about the incident to an insurance adjuster from ADJUSTING & Co., who represented CAF. After almost a year, Plaintiff recalls giving the statement but does not recall what she said. She experiences memory deficiency due to the medication she takes for pain from her injuries.  The attack and the injuries were so painful that she suffers from post-traumatic stress disorder.  She needs her statement, to refresh her memory. 

4. 
On January 17, 2019, Plaintiff served by U.S. Mail, her Request for Production of Documents, set one, on Defendant California Autism Foundation, Inc. (hereafter “CAF”).  Attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and incorporated herein by this reference, is a true and accurate copy of Plaintiff’s original Request for Production of Documents, Set One, with Proof of Service.

5. 
On February 15, 2019, CAF’s counsel Randolph White objected without responding to requests NO.3 and NO.4. CAF’s Response to Request for Production of Documents, Set One. Attached hereto as Exhibit “B”, and incorporated herein by this reference, is a true and accurate copy of CAF’s original Response to Request for Production of Documents, set one, No.’s 3 and 4, with Proof of Service.

6. 
On February 22, 2019, I asked my paralegal Nikolas Pelekis to call Mr. White and/or his paralegal to attempt to meet and confer, as is required by the Code of Civil Procedure sections 2031.310, subdivision (2) and 2016.40. The same day, Nikolas called Defendant’s counsel’s paralegal, Roberto Posey and left a message on his voice mail asking him to call me to meet and confer.  Nikolas did not receive any response by February 27.

7. 
By March 8, 2019, there was no response so I called Mr. White and he informed me that he was stating objections and refused to provide a privilege log. 
8. 
On March 8, 2019, two hours after the call, I sent, by e-mail and regular U.S. mail, a follow-up letter documenting my efforts to meet and confer. Attached hereto as Exhibit “C”, and incorporated herein by this reference, is a true and accurate copy of my letter of March 8, 2019 to CAF’s attorney White documenting my attempt to meet and confer with counsel regarding his refusal to respond to Plaintiff’s Request for Production of Documents No.’s 3 and 4.  This letter also confirms attorney White’s refusal to produce a privilege log, as required. (Civ. Proc. § 2031.240.) I advised Defendant’s attorney that I had no other alternative but to file a Motion to Compel.  I never received any response from Mr. White and as of the date of this Declaration, no further meet and confer efforts have been attempted.
10. 
My hourly rate is $450.00.  I spent a total of 6 hours related to this proceeding, for a total of $2,700.00.  My paralegal’s hourly rate is $60.00.  He spent a total of 4.0 hours conducting legal research and assembling the exhibits, for a total of $240.00. The filing fee for this motion is $60.00. Total amount of $3,000.00.
