In California, the death of either the landlord or the tenant automatically terminates a tenancy at will or at sufferance. Bullock (1990), 221 Cal.App.3d Supp. 13 – by the Appellate Division of the Los Angeles Superior Court.

If you fail to vacate and surrender possession of the premises within three days, legal proceedings will be instituted against you to recover possession of the premises, daily rental damages, Statutory Damages, and court costs.
Evictions show up in Reference Checks and in Computer Databases and may have long-term consequences for Tenants.  You are advised to seek out, and to consult with, an Attorney – competent in the area of Landlord-Tenant Practice – well in advance of the end date of this Notice, if your intent is to hold over and not vacate by the end date.
