

Introductory

Simple estate planning may avoid probate. Estates valued at more-than $166,250 are subject to Probate Administration.  The living are encouraged to avoid probate for their heirs sake, if, by law, a probate can be avoided.

The common expenses of Probate Administration are ①the attorney’s fee, ②the personal representative’s statutory commission for doing the administrative tasks and bearing the responsibility therefor, ③the bond premium, ④the newspaper’s charges for publishing the notice of petition and the notice to creditors, ⑤the statutory commission of the probate referee – who appraises the estate real property, and ⑥the $435 superior court filing fee.  

NOTE: 68% of Americans do not leave a Will.   While this is not commonly known, leaving a Will can save money for your heirs: Principally in waiving the requirement of bond - $500 in the Example, ③ above. 

Example:

For an estate of $500,000, consisting of a house worth $400,000 and cash of $100,000 and no probate avoidance planning, the costs of probate will amount to the following:

This $22,035 will be in-addition to payment of the decedent’s expenses. 

NOTE: Half of the $22,035 in the example displayed above can be saved for the heirs if the heirs are all adults, the heirs each waive the requirement of bond, and the administrator is able to fulfill all of his or her Probate Code responsibilities without the need for an attorney.  All of the $22,035 in the example on the preceding page can he saved for the heirs if the decedent used estate planning devices to avoid Probate, such as a Transfer on Death Deed for the house and pay-on-death designations for the cash.

If No Will – and Probate is Necessary
Check boxes when finished

□ Step #1 - Determine who should be the Administrator:   When Probate is necessary, the law requires that a Petitioner come forward to be appointed by the court as the decedent’s personal representative.  The jobs of the personal representative are ①to inventory the decedent’s estate, ②to collect all of the decedent’s receipts and receivables, ③to pay all of the decedent’s debts, ④to notify government agencies, ⑤to prepare and file any required tax return, ⑥to account to the court as required by law, and to ready the net estate for distribution to the heirs.  When a decedent leaves no Will, the personal representative is an Administrator.  For his or her services as Administrator, the law provides for compensation in accordance with a formula described in Probate Code § 10800.

If the family is in agreement as to who should be Administrator, that person should be Petitioner.  If the family is not in agreement as to who should be Administrator, Probate Code § 8461 lists the order of entitlement to appointment as Administrator.  Typically, the decedent’s surviving spouse will be the Petitioner.  If no spouse, then a child, etc.

The first jobs of the Petitioner are to identify the court forms necessary to secure his or her appointment and to call the Court Clerk at 530.532-7017 in Butte County and find out when the “Probate Calendar” is heard – on what day of the week; at what time; in whose courtroom?  (The information supplied by the Court Clerk will be used by the Petitioner, to complete the hearing date and time information on the DE-121 form –shown below)
  The Petitioner will then need to obtain the court forms necessary to secure his or her appointment, from the California Courts website or from the court clerk.

https://www.courts.ca.gov/documents/de142.pdf- required if you are seeking to avoid the bond premium and there’s no Will waiving bond.
NOTE: A Petitioner must always be bonded unless all the heirs waive bond.  Insurance companies are known to require attorney representation before they will issue a fiduciary bond.   Form DE-142 is the Waiver of Bond by Heir or Beneficiary form.  The heirs are those family members who will receive the net estate pursuant to sections 6401, 6402, and 6402.5 of the California Probate Code.  If, as happens in families, the Petitioner is unable to secure a signed, completed, DE-142 form from each of the heirs, and is unable to obtain a bond on his or her own, the services of an attorney will be necessary.  

□Step #2 – after the forms and the names and the addresses of all of the heirs are identified, contact a “newspaper of general circulation” in the city or town where the decedent lived when he or she died, and arrange to have the notice of petition as hereafter described and notice of administration to creditors published.  The County Clerk-Recorder in the county of the decedent’s residence maintains a listing of what newspapers qualify for this purpose.  Since you will need to calendar the Hearing date that goes on DE-121, and since you will have to give adequate notice, ask an employee at the newspaper publisher to tell you how much lead-time is required from the time you deliver the forms DE-111 and DE-121 to the newspaper, before the notice of petition and notice of administration to creditors will first appear in print.  (The Chico Enterprise-Record requires 3 days notice by 2:00 pm)

SHOWN EXAMPLE: If today is a Tuesday. Probate matters are heard at 9:00a.m. on Tuesdays in the Probate Department at (Court address:) 1775 Concord Avenue Chico, CA 95928 in Butte County. The Chico Enterprise-Record requests that all requests for publication be made by 2:00pm, 3 business days prior-to publication. It is now 3:30p.m.

“By 2:00p.m.” means tomorrow by 2:00p.m. If tomorrow is Wednesday, your DE-121 can be published next Monday in the newspaper – counting Wednesday, Thursday and Friday as the three business days prior-to publication.

NOTE: In selecting the date for the Hearing in Step #3 below, you will have to give 15 days’ notice (minimum) by mail to all the heirs, after the Court clerk returns to you file-stamped conformed copies of your completed DE-111 and DE-121 forms. And, you have to take into account any newspaper-imposed deadline the newspaper may have before the publication of the DE-121 can first appear in print.  A summary of the DE-121 has to be published three times in the newspaper before the Hearing date you have selected: And, the first and the last publication dates in the newspaper must be at-least 5 days apart, not counting the publication dates.  See the example displayed on Page 7.

□Step #3 - ①Complete forms DE-111 and DE-121 – and one DE-142 for each of the heirs if you are seeking to eliminate the requirement of a bond, including one DE-142 which will be signed by you, the Petitioner, if you, the Petitioner, are also one of the heirs.

NOTE:  DE-121 Page 2, NAME AND ADDRESS OF EACH PERSON TO WHOM NOTICE IS MAILED.  You are responsible for completing this part.  Supply the names and addresses of each of the heirs, as identified by Probate Code sections 6401, 6402, and 6402.5. Download a DE-121(MA) if there is insufficient space on the form, and continue listing the names and addresses on the DE-121(MA)  attachment.  Make sure to print the decedent’s name at the top of the page.  Leave the PROOF OF SERVICE BY MAIL blank.

②When finished with the forms: Make photocopies of your completed DE-121 (and the DE-121(MA) attachment, if applicable), DE-111 and DE-142 forms, enough photocopies such that there will be a DE-111 and a DE-142 form from each heir to attach to the DE-121 that will need to be mailed to each of the heirs before the forms are presented at the clerk’s window for filing!  

③Assemble the photocopies: keeping the Originals to the side.  One packet for each heir, including one packet for the Petitioner, if the Petitioner is also an heir, and one packet for the newspaper.  Order of assembly:  DE-121 on top, DE-111 following, DE-142s following

□Step #4 - ①Ask any adult who is not an heir to mail by first-class mail with postage prepaid 1 packet containing DE-121, DE-111 and DE-142s from each heir, to each of the heirs.  

②Get confirmation that the mailing took place.  Then ask the adult who is not an heir to complete DE-121 Page 2 PROOF OF SERVICE BY MAIL (on the Original DE-121 that the Petitioner set-aside) by checking the box on Line 5, supplying his or her residence or business address where shown on Line 2, checking the appropriate box on Line 3, and supplying the date and location where mailed, shown on Line 4.  Then ask the adult who is not an heir to date the date of his or her signature where shown, to sign and to print his or her name.  

□Step #5 – Make additional photocopies, enough photocopies such that there will be one packet for the newspaper and that photocopies can again be mailed to all of the heirs, this-time with the court’s file stamp attached.

□Step #6 – Take the original DE-121, together will each of the copies of DE-121, and the original DE-111 with each of the original DE-142s attached, together with each of the copies of DE-111 with the DE-142s attached, to the Probate Window at the Superior Court.  Pay the $435 filing fee.  Receive file-stamped copies 

□Step #7 – Deliver a copy of the DE-157 and one set of file-stamped copies, a DE-121 and a DE-111 with the DE-142s attached, to the newspaper you contacted, as required by law.  

→Example shown is from the Chico Enterprise-Record 1/31/2020 – first publication


In the Example that is shown on the preceding page the Legal Notice was first-published on January 31 and will be published for the third-time on February 8. From “8 days” is subtracted the three publication dates. The remaining spread of 5 days complies with Probate Code § 8121.
□Step #8 – Mail file-stamped copies of the DE-121 and the DE-111 with the DE-142s attached to each of the heirs.

□Step #9 – Obtain the Affidavit of Publication from the Newspaper

□Step #10 – Obtain forms DE-140, DE-147 and DE-150 from the California Courts website.

□Step #11 – Complete forms DE-140, DE-147 and DE-150.  Make enough photocopies of DE-140 and DE-150 so that one copy of each can be mailed by you to each of the heirs after the DE-140 is signed by the judge and the DE-150 is issued by the clerk at the Hearing of the Petition.

□Step #12 – Lastly, take completed forms DE-140 (and copies), DE-147 and DE-150 (and copies) and the Affidavit of Publication from the Newspaper to the Probate Window at Superior Court.  File the Affidavit of Publication and form DE-147.  Give forms DE-140 and DE150 together with all of the copies of each to the court clerk:  These forms will be lodged in the File.  The File is now ready for the Hearing.

(California Decedent Estate Practice (2d ed Cal CEB 2009), § 30.36, Estate Accounted For)  Probate Code § 10800 gives the commission rates; 4 percent of the first $100,000 of the estate accounted for, 3 percent of the next $100,000, 2 percent of the next $800,000.
