          “IDENTIFY” with respect to any person or any reference to stating the identity of any person means to provide the name, home address, telephone number, business name, business address, and business telephone number of such person means to provide the name, address, telephone number, business name, business address, and business telephone number of such person, or business and a description of such person or business’s connection with the events in question.
         “INCIDENT ATTENDANT” means the female attendant who escorted Henry Prado at Safeway on October 11, 2017, when he attacked plaintiff Debbie Wilson.

          “CLIENT” means any individual that CAF provides care for.

DOCUMENT REQUESTS
1. Any and all DOCUMENTS which refer or relate to the existence and contents of the policies, practices, and training procedures that YOUR attendant employees follow.

2.  Any and all DOCUMENTS which refer or relate to the existence and contents of the policies, practices, and procedures YOU follow to pair YOUR attendant employees with YOUR CLIENTS.

3. Any and all DOCUMENTS which refer or relate but not limited to rules and guidance that YOUR attendant employees have to follow when facing an emergency situation.
4. Any and all DOCUMENTS contained within the personnel file for INCIDENT ATTENDANT, including but not limited to her employment applications, signed employment contracts or agreements, performance reviews, payroll, job description, job duties, performance reviews, disciplinary actions, work hours, and employee manuals. 
5. Any and all DOCUMENTS which refer or relate but not limited to Henry Prado’s character, medical conditions, violence history.
